Former Ethics and Integrity Minister Raps Women Over Politics
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MIRIA Matembe, the former ethics and integrity minister, has blasted women for denying her support during the previous Pan African parliamentary elections.

"When I rejected life presidency and pulled out of the ministry, the majority of the women here (Mbarara) fought me to make sure that I don't get back to the Pan African parliament," she said during a dialogue for Centre for Women in Governance at Westland Hotel in Mbarara town.

"Women did not appreciate all my efforts to emancipate them just because I didn't want the third term. They wanted Amon Muzoora (Rwampra county)."

She said her goal was to ensure that women benefit from the African Union.

"We should not only praise the Movement for the emancipation of women, but also praise ourselves as women because if we were dense (stupid), the platform that the Movement gave us would not have helped us," said Matembe, who was recently awarded a Phd in law at the University of Victoria.
