Climate Change is Threat to Agriculture: FAO 

Effect of climate change poses a threat to food security of many nations with the Middle East region likely to suffer huge losses in agriculture due to high temperature, droughts, floods and soil degradation, the UN food agency has warned. 

Hunger and malnutrition caused by climate change will most probably affect those who are poor, malnourished or dependent on local food production, a new report by UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) said. 

The Middle East and North Africa are particularly exposed to water shortages. An additional 155 to 600 million people may suffer an increase in water stress in North Africa with a 37.4 degree Fahrenheit temperature rise. 

"The number of dry days is expected to increase everywhere in the region," said Wulf Killmann, chair of FAO's working group on climate change.
