Women's group slams 'outside' pressure on election deadline

Soqosoqo Vakamarama, Fiji's largest women's group, condemns any 'outside' attempt to impose an election deadline on the interim administration.

Commenting on the Commonwealth Ministerial Action Group's decision on Fiji, the group's general secretary Adi Finau Tabakaucoro says Fiji is a sovereign state and as such, a decision on a general election date is for the government to make. 

She says if international entities like CMAG are setting deadlines for elections, then they should also provide resources for the interim government to help them comply.  

"Fiji has a government in place and they should be treated as such," she adds. 

CMAG, in its communique today, called on Commonwealth members and others of the international community to support the proposed President's mediation process "politically and financially".
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
