Aung San Suu Kyi claims supporters are being beaten   
Myanmar's pro-democracy opposition, which is led by by Nobel Peace Prize winner Aung San Suu Kyi, has claimed supporters are being beaten.

The pro-democracy supporters oppose a new constitution which has been proposed by the country's military junta.

The National League for Democracy says six party members have been beaten and intimidated by unknown assailants. 

Twenty others are alleged to have been detained and tortured ahead of a referendum due to be held on 10 May. 

The military leadership says the constitution is needed to prepare the country for multi-party elections in 2010. 

The opposition is urging people to reject the new charter, saying it will only consolidate the role of the military, which has been ruling the country since 1962.
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
