Violence against Women is Evil
Public hanging of men who commit horrific violent crimes against women and children is the only option now left for Papua New Guinea.
Long jail terms with hard labour have proven to be totally ineffective and have done little as a deterrent.

Today the only woman in the National Parliament – the Minister for Community Development Dame Carol Kidu – will present to Parliament a petition from women and men concerned about the ever-increasing level of violent crimes against children as well as violence in the community in general.

The first thing that law enforcement agencies such as police must do is to recognise and treat all forms of violence against women as a serious crime and not a domestic issue that should be taken back to the family home and resolved behind closed doors.

That is not the way to go.

Police must treat all attacks on women, whether by other men or their own husbands or boyfriends or partners in de-facto relationships as a serious crime requiring appropriate action against the perpetrators.
If it is not written in the Criminal Code, then it should be done so that all forms of violence against women carry a mandatory death sentence by public hanging. This punishment will equate the permanent suffering that a woman suffers from being attacked, whether sexually or otherwise.

We say now that political leadership in terms of dealing with the issue of violence against women has been appalling. There is none. Our political leaders have long buried their heads in the sand like ostriches and hoping the problem will go away and the women will stop crying! Not at all. Politicians of this country have the blood of our women on their hands! They are accountable for the death of every woman who has been subjected to horrors of violent crime whether by criminals, their husbands or other men.
The women of Papua New Guinea will today watch with eagerness to what the political leaders of this country will do when they receive the petition from Dame Carol.

Will they have the political will and determination to pass legislation to deal with this issue in a serious way, or will they stop short of it.
This issue is now before them. They have the responsibility as political leaders of this nation to deal with it. They cannot shy away from it nor delay action.

Men who perpetrate violence against women do not deserve to live as free men in the community.
