Solomon Island: Taneko wants women in politics

MEMBER for Shortlands, Augustine Taneko wants to see fair representation of men and women in the political party system. 

Mr Taneko voiced this when contributing on the White Paper of the proposed Political Parties Integrity Bill in Parliament yesterday.

He said this White Paper did not specifically addressed participation of candidates.

“Political Parties must be encouraged to include women candidates contesting in winnable seats and have certain percentage of them represented,” he said.

“We should not establish a political party system which in the end results in the destabilisation of our women counterparts.”

Mr Taneko said he understands the Government is working hard to ensure women were represented in this house and at present the changes considered include the amendment of the Electoral Act and the Constitution.

However, he said the reform suggested by the White Paper was also an opportunity for them to change the law and introduce the stability that could come about as a result of participation of men and women.
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
